Suggestions:

Pronunciation is audible and clear. The candidate has unnecessarily repeated the question statement
which adds no value to the response. There are some grammatical errors and a few instances of
repeated words. Candidate has also murmured (how can | say, how should | put it). This approach of
talking to oneself is inappropriate. Her range of vocabulary is narrow and words have been wrongly
used in sentence. Overall, cue-card response is average.

Next time, maintain some distance from the microphone.
Practice using rich vocabulary words e.g. culture, profession, land of opportunities, fascination etc.

Avoid repeating cue-card questions.
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
